My dear parishioners,  
 

 This Sunday we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most 

Holy Trinity. As the Compendium of the Catechism of the Catholic 

Church states, the Most Holy Trinity is òthe central mystery of 

Christian faith and lifeó (CCCC, 44). The Holy Trinity is the 

mystery of one God in three really distinct, divine persons: Fa-

ther, Son, and Holy Spirit. God the Father knows himself per-

fectly from all eternity. And the infinite fruit of his eternal, self -

understanding is the Eternal Word, the Son of God. The Father 

and the Son love each other infinitely from all eternity. And the 

eternal, infinite Love which unites them is the Holy Spirit. The 

inner life of the Trinity is thus a life of eternal understanding 

and eternal love. 

The Holy Trinity not only creates us but also gracious-

ly calls us to share in this eternal life of divine knowledge and 

divine love. In our Gospel today, Jesus tells us: òGod so loved 

the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who be-

lieves in him might not perish but might have eternal lifeó (Jn 

3:16). So much does God want us to be happy with him forever 

in Heaven, that when the fullness of time had come, òthe Word 

became flesh and dwelt among usó (Jn 1:14). The eternal Son of 

God took upon himself a human nature to restore to mankind 

that share in eternal life through grace, which had been lost 

through original sin. Through his passion and death on the 

cross, Christ won for mankind the gift of sanctifying grace, 

which is the beginning of eternal life in us. This gift of sanctify-

ing grace first comes to us through the sacrament of baptism.  

By being baptized in the name of the Father, and of the 

Son, and of the Holy Spirit, we are cleansed of the stain of origi-

nal sin and given a share in Godõs divine live. Here and now, 

we begin to share in Godõs divine knowledge through faith and 

Godõs divine love through charity. Each and every time we dip 

our fingers in the holy water font and trace the sign of the cross 

over ourselves òin the name of the Father and of the Son and of 

the Holy Spiritó we recall our baptism, the cross which won for 

us the gift of sanctifying grace, and our faith in the Most Holy 

Trinity. This gift of sanctifying grace is the very means by 

which the Holy Trinity comes to dwell in our souls, taking up 

its home in our hearts.
