This past 
week, St. Patrick Church hosted our summer Totus Tuus pro-
gram. Totus Tuus is a Latin phrase which means òtotally yours.ó 
These words were the papal motto for Pope St. John Paul II and 
express the desire to belong totally to Christ by belonging totally 
to his Blessed Mother Mary. As Christ came to us through the 
Virgin Mary, so too we come to him through her maternal inter-
cession. The program consisted of a day program for 1st-6th grad-
ers and an evening program for 7th-12th graders. During the day 
program, the children learned about Godõs revelation and the 
joyful mysteries of the rosary. Amid many games, songs, skits, 
and snacks, the children attended Mass each day and had the 
opportunity each day to go to the sacrament of reconciliation. Fr. 
Randy Fronek from Sublette stopped by and visited the children 
a couple of times during the week.
